What is a disability? The answer is far from obvious. Is a person who requires a cane to walk down the block disabled? What about a child with ADHD? How about a senior experiencing memory loss?

Thus disability is a complex phenomenon, reflecting an interaction between features of a person’s body and features of the society in which he or she lives.”

As per the above definition, you can see that a disability can be both physical as well as mental (with the mental disabilities including a wide range of mental disorders). While for some people a disability can be a lifelong issue which starts at birth, for others a disability may arise after a certain incident or time in one’s life. In either case though, you should know that a disability is a serious matter - which depending on the severity of the condition - may greatly hamper normal functioning.

Best of all for you though is the fact that the RDSP has no restrictions on when the funds are used or for what purpose. That said, know that some taxes may be applicable on the withdrawals. 

You would be happy to hear that many disabled people are eligible for various benefits which range from grants to disability tax credits. However, it is unfortunate that many disabled people shy away from these disability benefits since they find the procedure to attaining the benefits too tiresome and/or too time-consuming.
